Workload

The usual workload per semester is 30 ECTS credits and the minimum of credits
is indicated by the exchange program of the home university.

Types of courses

Lectures: Professors offers lectures weekly. Assessment: written exam.
Exercises: Tutors organizes exercises linked to a lecture.

Block Courses: Class given by a professor that take place for a short period of
time during the semester e.g. during weekends. Registration required.
Seminars: Interactive sessions that only take place for a short period of time
during the term. The students are required to work in small groups on a
seminar paper and/or presentations. Additional registration is needed
beforehand. Detailed information about the deadlines for the corresponding
registration(s) will be given to the students before the semester starts.

Course and exam
registration

Lectures: No registration required for lecture courses, but for the corresponding
exams!

Seminars/Block Courses: Require a registration at the beginning of the
semester.

Grading System

Exams are graded on a scale from 1,0 (best) to 5,0 (fail). A student with a score
of at least 4.0 obtains a credit for that course, with the number of ECTS-points
associated with the course.

At the end of the semester, you will receive a final Transcript of Records.
