Upon receiving the acceptance letter fromthe OIA Thammasat, students are advised to visit
https.,www thaievisa.go.th/ and complete the necessary visa application procedures before

their departure for Thailand. Please note that the processing time for visa issuance may vary
depending on the embassy or consulate. We strongly recommend that students plan their
visa application well in advance.
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Student VISA Application Asaninternational student, you need to havea validtravel document (passportwith entry
Procedure visa) to enter Thailand.

International passports must be valid foraminimum of6 months beyond the expected date of
exit from the country.

A visa must be obtained BEFORE you enter Thailand by self - representation at the visa
issuing office. For Immigration clearance, you are required to produce the Immigration
approval letter upon arrival.
