Students may
select subjects from any area as long as
the subject is available for that
semester, the student meets pre-
requisites, and there are no faculty
restrictions. Tuition fees are payable
to the University of Melbourne.

equivalent to a minimum‘C’ average
in the European system; or 3.0 grade
point average from the North
American system.

Travel information

Overseas student health
cover

The Australian Government requires all
international students* studying on a
student visa to have Overseas Student
Health Cover (OSHC), from an approved
Australian provider. Home
country/institution insurance will not be
accepted.

No Confirmation of Enrollment (CoE) will
be issued until Global Learning receives
proof that an OSHC policy has been
purchased through the University of
Melbourne or independently.

*Swedish, Norwegian and Belgian students
are exempt from requiring OSHC.

Visa requirements

Students coming from overseas to study
at the University of Melbourne (who are
not Australian or New Zealand citizens)

must have a valid visa to enter Australia.

Most incoming students will apply for a
Student Visa (sub-class 500, non-award
sector). Students can apply for a student
visa once they receive the CoE from the
University of Melbourne via email.

Students should research all visa
options and apply through the
Department of Home Affairs website.

e There are over 400 undergraduate
subjects that do not have any
prerequisite requirements. You can
find them here.

e Students must enrollin a subject
load of between 37.5 and 50 points
(3 to 4 subjects) per semester.

e All subjects are taught in English
(except for specific language
subjects).

e Undergraduate students are
permitted to enroll in a maximum of
one postgraduate subject.

Arrivals

The closest airport to the University of
Melbourne is Tullamarine Airport,
which is approximately 20 kilometers
from the city centre. The University
offers a free airport pick-up service for
study abroad and exchange students.
Reservations should be made at least
three days before your arrival.

Housing

Students should apply for housing as
early as possible. Once the Study
Abroad/Exchange application has been
submitted, students apply using their
UniMelb Student Number. You can find
information and apply for housing here.

Transcripts

The University of Melbourne uses a
secure online system called My eQuals
to distribute e-transcripts to all students
approximately a week after results are
released, provided there are no
outstanding debts or withheld/
incomplete results. Students can send a
secure copy of their transcript by
entering their home institution adviser’s
email address into the system.

Student support

Exchange and study abroad students
have access to ongoing support during
their application and studies at
Melbourne. Students can contact an
Education Abroad Advisor via web
enquiry and can book virtual or in-
person appointments.

The ‘Our Support Services’ page also
has helpful resources for setting up
banking and mobile phone accounts,
understanding the healthcare and
public transport systems, and finding
supermarkets and eateries.

In addition, exchange and study abroad
students are eligible for a range of
support services via Stop 1 (student
services) at the University.
